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Start by thoroughly washing your vehicle. Take care 
to remove all dirt, debris, and stains from each 
fender in the areas corresponding to where the 
MudFlaps will be installed. 

Begin driver’s side MudFlap installation by  
parking the vehicle on level ground.

Locate the plastic rivet on the fender flare where  
indicated. Using a razor knife, cut the rivet off and 
remove (also remove the inner portion, you can reach 
around for access).

Next, locate the hex bolt underneath the fender 
and using the appropriate socket, remove this bolt.  
(If your vehicle has a plastic rivet, use a razor knife 
and remove.)

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8 Push the MudFlap to match the contour of the 
fender flare and line up the mounting hole.  
Using the shorter bolt, washer, and nut, install  
the fastener.

5 On the MudFlap marked “LH”, locate the  
(2) plastic tabs indicated.

With the MudFlap held at the angle shown,  
hook the lower tab over the inside edge of the 
fender flare.6
